G LO RY  BE  to the Father, and to 

the Son, and to the Holy Ghost. As 

it was in the beginning, is now, and 

ever shall be, world without end.

The Apostle’s Creed is prayed while holding the Crucifix of the Rosary. 

Next, the Our Father follows on the first large bead. The Hail Mary is 

said three times on the smaller beads, then the Glory Be on the next large 

bead. The Rosary continues with five decades as described below. 

  



FIVE DECADES  

Each decade is joined to a meditation on one of the mysteries. Begin with 

an Our Father on the larger bead, followed by the Hail Mary ten times on 

the smaller beads, and conclude with the Glory Be and Fatima Prayer.
